ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

OHIO ASSOCIATION OF COLLEGES FOR TEACHER EDUCATION

ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of the corporation shall be OHIO ASSOCIATION OF COLLEGES FOR TEACHER EDUCATION.
ARTICLE II - PRINCIPAL OFFICE

The place in Ohio where the principal office of the corporation is located is Ada, Hardin County, Ohio.

ARTICLE III — PURPOSE

The purposes for which the corporation is formed are:

To stimulate improvement in programs of teacher education through the joint activity of teacher education institutions in the State of Ohio which are interested in working collectively to achieve the following objectives:

1.
To assist the American Association of Colleges for Teacher Education (AACTE) in developing and defining positions on issues of importance to teacher education.

2.
To assist the AAOTE in coalescing support for national policy that advances teacher education.

3.
To identify publicly the interests of those persons and institutions providing teacher education and to emphasize that such persons and institutions constitute a special professional enterprise responsible for the development of competent Citizens,

4.
To provide member institutions with a forum for continuous exchange of information, experiences, and judgments concerning all aspects of teacher education,

5.
To cooperate with other professional organizations and agencies in activities designed to establish desirable directions, goals and standards for teacher education.
6.
To cooperate with organizations and agencies toward the end of enhancing the environment of teacher education in the State of Ohio.

7.
To stimulate and facilitate research, experimentation, and evaluation in teacher education and in related problems of learning and teaching; to serve as a clearing house of information and reports on these matters; and to publicize the findings of studies that have significance for the improvement of teacher education.

8.
To encourage and assist the administrators of teacher education institutions in developing improved programs for the education of teachers


In addition, the corporation shall possess and enjoy all of the rights, powers, privileges and authority of nonprofit corporations in Ohio and to engage in any lawful activity permitted to such corporations.

This corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, scientific and educational purposes as a nonprofit corporation and its activities shall be conducted for such purposes.

Except as subsequently set forth herein, no part of the net earnings shall inure to the benefit of nor be distributed to any member, trustee, or officer of the corporation or any private individual (except that reasonable compensation nay be paid for services rendered to or for the corporation that effect one or more of its purposes) and no member, trustee, officer or any private individual shall be entitled to share in the distribution of any of the corporate assets upon dissolution of the corporation.

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Trustees shall dispose of all of the assets of the corporation after paying or making adequate provision for the payment of all of all known obligations of the corporation.  Such disposition shall be exclusively for the purposes of the corporation and shall be made to one or more other organizations organized exclusively for charitable, educational literary or scientific purposes. Each such organization shall at the time of distribution qualify as an organization exempt from federal income taxes under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be devoted to the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office, including the publication or distribution of statements in support of or opposition to any such candidate.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles of Incorporation, the Corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt under section 501(c)(3), Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under each of sections 170(c)(2), 2055(a)(2), and 2522(a)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

Any reference to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, shall also mean the corresponding provision of any subsequently enacted United States internal revenue law.

ARTICLE IV - MEMBERS

The corporation shall have two classes of members:  Institutional Members and Representative Members.  Each Institutional Member and each Representative Member shall have one vote.

Institutional Members shall be colleges and universities chartered in the State of Ohio, or interested in teacher education in the State of Ohio, and authorized by the Ohio Board of Regents to confer degrees in teacher education and by the Ohio State Department of Education to certify graduates to be licensed as teachers in the State of Ohio. Each Institutional Member shall subscribe to the principles of the American Association of Colleges for Teacher Education. In addition, Institutional Members shall have such additional qualifications and shall discharge such financial responsibilities as may be determined by the Members from time to time. Each Institutional Member shall appoint a Chief Institutional Representative who shall have the exclusive power to vote on behalf of the Institutional Member.

The initial Institutional Members shall be those colleges and universities that presently are the members in good standing of an unincorporated association bearing the same name as this corporation, and who have consented to being designated in these Articles as the initial Institutional Members.

The following colleges and universities are the initial Institutional Members:

After the effective date of these Articles of Incorporation, new Institutional Members shall be those colleges and universities that have been elected to membership by the Members after having first been proposed for membership by favorable action of the Board of Trustees.

Representative Members shall be individuals actively engaged in teacher education who are employed and appointed by the respective Institutional Members. The number of Representative Members appointed by each Institutional Member shall be determined annually from the following table and shall be based upon the number of teacher education students graduated by the respective Institutional Member in the twelve month period ending with the August 31 immediately prior to the Annual Meeting of Members.
