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Ohio Association of Colleges for Teacher Education (OACTE) and Teacher Quality Partnership (TQP) Preservice and Inservice Graduate Study

What is the current status of OACTE and TQP?

As of October 2009, the TQP research team at The Ohio State University has concluded its statewide data collection with respect to Preservice, Inservice, demographic data and PRAXIS data files.  The last funding for this aspect of the TQP project expired in August of 2007 (while our lab continued efforts without additional funds in 2007-08).  OACTE provided basic support to continue to collect data for the 2008-09 academic year and out of our own resources we provided a statewide analyses of the data.  Per Dr. William Loadman’s agreement with institutional representatives and the conditions of the IRB at The Ohio State University, Dr. William Loadman will continue to maintain the Graduate Study databases and keep the research protocol open until October 1st, 2014, which will be five years after the close of the project.

Can I continue to collect data at my own institution?

Please feel free to continue data collection efforts at your own institution.  We have geared this year’s (2009) standard data run to include both the codebooks and surveys in an effort to encourage the administration of the Preservice and Inservice surveys for your college or university.

Why am I still seeing reports on the OACTE and TQP studies? 
Several institutions have elected into the ad-hoc and standard data run requests in the past few months.  This process began at the 2009 Fall OCTEO meeting.  In addition, the Ohio State research team is submitting conference proposals and manuscripts to discuss longitudinal findings of the statewide data.

Where can I find general information on the 2008-09 data collection period?

How can I request my institution’s 2008-09 analyses and the statewide standard data run?

The deadline is soon approaching for you to request your institution’s aggregated data from the 2008-09 academic year.  Friday, April 30th is the final day IHEs can request their 2008-09 institutional level aggregated data and the full, statewide report.  While previous correspondences have been sent with earlier deadlines, we are trying to provide flexibility for institutional liaisons who were unaware of the end of this project.  Requests can be made by email to Kevin Kula (kula.8@osu.edu).  Please note, any request after April 30th will not be fulfilled.
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Can I place a request for my institution’s raw, longitudinal dataset for additional research and evaluation purposes?
Unfortunately, we cannot do this.  Because of the agreements we made with the original survey responders and owners of each data set, we promised that individual survey responses would not be shared with the home institution, and that data sets provided by each institution (demographic data file) belonged to each institution and would not be shared except in the aggregate.  Further, we made a confidentiality agreement with ODE regarding our use of the PRAXIS data file and cannot share individual data from this file either.  We will continue to honor these agreements as specified in our IRB protocol governing use of the data.  We explored the possibility of “blinding the data set” so the individuals and institutions could not be directly or indirectly indentified in order to provide the redacted data set to each institution.  After thinking this through, we realized the the process of redacting the information  was going to be very time consuming/expensive and would result in a reduced set of varaibles with missing data such as to reduce the utility and value of the data, that we abandoned the effort.   The value of the data base is having the survey data merged with other relevant information, e.g., the demographic data file; the PRAXIS data file.   Each piece/set of data that was merged into the large data base belongs to a different owner and each “owner” made it very clear that they did not want the data to be shared, except in the aggregate and we made agreements with each owner to maintain its confidentiality.   

Can I place a request for additional analyses on my institution’s longitudinal dataset for research and evaluation purposes?
Yes you can, but our ability to respond in a timely and efficient manner are substantially reduced and will continue to be so in the future.  For any additional requested research and/or evalaution analyses to your institution’s (aggregated) longitudinal data, the Ohio State research team  is requesting that you submit a 1-2 page research plan proposal to Dr. Loadman (through email or mail):  loadman.1@osu.edu, Dr. William Loadman, The Ohio State University, Room 315D, Ramseyer Hall,  29  West Woodruff Avenue, Columbus, OH  43210. The research/evaluatuion plan should include the purpose of the investigation, the primary research/evaluation question(s), the time frame to be included in the data base, the variables of interest, the specific type of subjects to be included in the analyses,  and an indication of the analyses to be performed.  An indication of the proposed timeline for the inquiry would also be helpful.   We will endeavor to address each request as time allows and will provide an indication of cost to conduct these inquiries prior to the initiation of work.   As we move forward, we will consider future research and evaluation requests on an individual basis.
Please note that submission of this research proposal is necessary before any institutional-level data can be provided.  Thank you and best wishes as you move forward with your various initiatives!
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
